Let me start by thanking you for your continued support with Year 11. I am so proud to be a part of their learning journey since Year 9 and I am ever more determined to guide and support them all through these last few weeks. All journey’s do come to an end however; I am determined to make these last few weeks with Year 11 as stressless and anxious free as they prepare for their GCSE examinations. 
I am sure you will agree with me the importance of being fully prepared to achieve the best GCSE’s is our collective focus to strive for continued success. With this in mind I am writing to inform you of our upcoming opportunities YBA is putting together so you are aware of the support and guidance we are giving your child as they journey through to their GCSE examinations. 

As you are aware the Summer GCSEs began on Thursday 7th May 2026 with some Year 11’s first GCSE Examination on Monday 11th May 2026. Your child will have already received their exam timetable for the summer examinations. Ask to see your child’s Exams Timetable, make sure it is visible and stuck on a wall for all to see in your house. Examination sessions will run concurrently with our normal timetable, and revision sessions will play a key role at this time both during and after school.  Attendance at our Year 11 Prom will be at risk should pupils not turn-up. We are currently in the process of putting together a revision package for breakfast sessions, lunch sessions, afterschool sessions and Saturday Boost sessions. The details of these will be shared with you once we have determined which staff are able to volunteer. 

Please be aware that for the morning exam session / breakfast revision session students should be in school for 8.00am. For the afternoon exam session / lunch revision session students should register by 12.30pm. This will give the students time to find their allocated room and seating plan which will be attached to the doors by the top hall entrance. In the event an exam is missed, the candidate will not be able to sit the paper. If a pupil arrives late for an exam they may be refused entry. Where a candidate fails to attend an examination, the school will send the parent a bill for the entry fee, which could be up to £60 for each examination. Please remind your son/daughter that all candidates should follow school policy and are therefore required to wear full school uniform at all times. Should the leavers hoodies be printed and distributed prior to exams your child will be able to wear their hoodie instead of their YBA School Blazer (alongside all other uniform).

I feel sure that you will continue to support your son/daughter over the coming weeks and share this countdown to their GCSE’s as well as encourage them to follow a revision programme to enable him/her to be fully prepared for the GSCE examinations.
